[Kyrgyzstan: Economic Realities and the Search for New
Opportunities]

About 30 years have passed since our countries have en-
tered a period of profound changes and 5 years since the
beginning of a fundamentally new stage in the history of
a huge geopolitical space. And all these years, each coun-
try in its own way created an economic and political struc-
ture and developed goals and norms of activity inside and

outside its own borders. And today, having experience be-
hind them, it can be said that if the initial stage was char-
acterized by a sharp rupture of economic ties in the CIS
space, today it is already clear that these economic ties are
an objective given that do not depend on the aspirations
of certain political trends.

That our country has the main experience only in the ac-
quisition of equipment. While Russia and Belarus are also
engaged in custom R & D and product distribution. It
seems that the implementation of policy documents in this
area, the reduction and elimination of barriers will help
level out the levels of economic, scientific and technolog-
ical development through reducing existing gaps. This in
turn will contribute to the convergence of per capita in-
come levels. In general, to establish joint work on the im-
plementation of these tasks, as well as a digital agenda,
an initiative to unite the efforts of business and the state
IS necessary.

We are well aware that much is rooted in domestic prob-
lems that require major changes at the institutional level,
especially in the areas of export activization, the invest-
ment process, and judicial reform. We also understand
that the Eurasian Union is only 5 years old, while the po-
tential of employees is very high and will take advantage
of them or not depends mainly on ourselves.

Title 2.

[Promotion of Economic Exchange between Korea and
Kyrgyzstan]

Abstract: It is possible to promote national interests and
cultural exchanges and cooperation by developing meas-
ures to promote economic development and friendly co-
operation between the Republic of Korea and Kyrgyzstan.
We tried to analyze the limitations of Kyrgyzstan, such as
'location of Central Asia logistics hub', 'free bank system’,
'excellent natural environment, labor force and raw ma-
terials' and lack of investment and business information.
As a way to expand economic exchanges and promote co-
operation between the two countries,

First, 'active exchange of the two governments' is needed,
and it is urgent to expand and support exchanges at the
government level.

Second, it is essential to reduce the transportation con-
venience and logistics costs through the establishment of
direct routes between the two countries.

Third, 'Expansion of investment information provision' can
increase opportunities for large companies to participate,
expand their development potential through direct invest-

ment and facility investment, and increase investment op-
portunities in services and tourism.

Title 3.
[China’s Energy Situations and Policies]

Abstract: The General Work Plan for Energy Conservation
and Pollutant Discharge Reduction aims to cut energy con-
sumption per unit of gross domestic product (energy in-
tensity) by 20% over the course of the 11th five-year plan
which ends in 2010, as well as cutting the discharge of
major pollutants by 10%. The plan was issued in 2007
after the 4% reduction in energy intensity targeted for
2006 was missed, and all companies and local and na-
tional government have been asked to submit detailed
plans for compliance before June 30, 2007. In 2006 the
reduction achieved was 1.23%. Implementation will in-
volve a variety of measures, including increased use of re-
newable energy, revised pricing for primary energy
sources and electricity, export restrictions on energy inten-

sive and highly polluting products, and tax incentives for
pollution-reduction projects. Central and local govern-
ment will switch to low-energy lighting, and will be com-
pelled to purchase only the most energy efficient and
environmentally friendly electrical products. Officials have
been warned that violating energy conservation and en-
vironmental protection laws will lead to criminal proceed-
ings, while failure to achieve targets will be taken into
account in the performance assessment of officials and
business leaders.
